Tourists to the RSA and the Soccer World Cup 2010 - don’t just leave Africa without combining 

it with an extra 6 day tour to Mozambique. This adventure promises to be an authentic African 

experience from start to finish. 

Day 1. 

You will be picked up at 7h00 from your Hotel/ Lodge in Nelspruit or at the Kruger International Airport, and 

we will take you to the Kruger National Park using a scenic route via Graskop, Sabie and Hazyview.  

We will stop at a few places of interest as “Gods Window”, “Mac 

Mac Falls” and “Bourke’s Luck Potholes”, before entering the Kruger 

National Park at Orpen gate where our wildlife experience begins. As 

we travel to our first overnight facility : Skukuza Rest Camp, 

remember to keep your camera close to capture your first Kruger 

Park safari memories. Some of the wildlife you could see includes 

Lion, Buffalo, Giraffe, Elephant and Hippo.  

After some time to settle in, we head off on a late 

afternoon/evening Big Five game drive in an open 4x4 vehicle. 

Sundowner drinks are enjoyed at one of the waterholes before continuing our game drive into the night. After 

an exciting evening, we return to camp to enjoy a traditional South African meal around a log fire. You will 

spend the night in a furnished safari tent. 

Day 2 

An early rise as we begin our day with coffee and rusks before 
venturing out to Mozambique.  

 We enjoy breakfast at one of the picnic spots while continuing 
through the Park. The morning will be spent game viewing and 
bird watching. Our trip takes us along some of the best game 
drive routes that Kruger has to offer.  



We depart the Kruger at Komatipoort gate and go through the border to our next destination:  
Calanga Beach Resort in Mozambique. 

After arriving at the Resort, it is time to  relax before dinner is served. Enjoy the African sky filled with stars 
next to the campfire before going to bed. 

Day 3 

A day at the Resort which you can choose to spend whichever way you want. You can do a hiking trail, learn 

the basics of Kayak fishing on the lake or just head for the beach. 

Our main priority this day is for you to learn about the lifestyle and traditions of our local community. We end 

the day with a traditional Mozambique meal and dancing with members off our Local Community. 

Day 4 

After an early breakfast we will be on our way to Bilene. This is a fun drive next to the lakes and bush.  

 

It will take ± 2 hours and we will stop to 

explore the local villages, cantinas and 

other places of interest.  

Bilene, known as San Martino in the days 

of Portuguese Mozambique, is located 

on a hill overlooking the expansive 

waters of the Uembje Lagoon.  

 

The lagoon is a massive body of water 8 km wide and 27 km long, plunging up to depths of 50 meters, but so 

shallow near the shores that its perfect for children. 

Flamingos and other water birds flock here in summer to wallow from the shallow water. For the rest of the 

year, Bilene is all about water sports, relaxing and chilling!  

There is a local market where you can find an assortment of curious and a walk through of the town is a must. 

Bilene has numerous restaurants and bars, a weekend disco, great bakery, fuel station, simple shops and 

market.  

There are no credit card facilities in Bilene. 

After lunch you will be able to do whatever you feel like doing. There are  water sports activities to choose 

from, explore the market or relax on the beach.   

After a fun day we will go back to Calanga to enjoy dinner. 

 

 



Day 5 

You will be picked up at 07h00 from Calanga Lodge and we will take you directly to Maputo, Mozambique.  

On arrival (09H30) in the City we will have 

coffee and a small breakfast at one of the 

sidewalk coffee shops in.  

After coffee we will commence with the 

city tour:   

We will first visit the imposing Casa de 

Ferro "house of iron" which was 

designed by Gustav Eiffel of Eiffel Tower 

fame and which was shipped out from 

Belgium in a CKD form (Completely 

Knocked Down) and assembled on site.  

Then passing the Catholic Cathedral to 

the Botanical Gardens. This is a 1 – stop 

visit and will take up to 1 hour. 

We then travel to the next stop and visit the Mercado Municipal (Municipal Market), in which you 

could loose yourself for a half hour. Be aware of pick-pockets!!  

We continue our tour to the beautiful C.F.M. Railway Station which was built in 1900 and down the Rua 

do Bagamoio which is better known as the "Street of Sin" because of all the clubs and pubs which only come 

alive after 22h00 each night, to the oldest standing building in Maputo, the Fort of Nossa Senhora da 

Conceicao which was built in 1781.   

After visiting the Fort we have two options. These options will be explained to you by the Tour Guide and you 

can decide on the following options:  

Option 1 – Catembe Island 

We board the ferry to Catembe.  

This is a 10 minute boat ride with the locals, sheep, chickens 

and anything else they might be carrying, to the opposite 

side of Maputo Harbour. This is an experience in itself and 

should not be missed. But please be warned that the ferry is 

not guaranteed and could be cancelled for no apparent 

reason. Once at Catembe there are magnificent views of the 

City of Maputo.  



Lunch will be taken at the Hotel at Catembe and this is your chance to savor the cuisine that Maputo is world 

renowned for, "LM" prawns, crab, calamari, mussels and peri peri chicken all washed down with a bottle of 

"green" Portuguese wine or a "2M" or two. After lunch, we return to the ferry and cross back to Maputo and 

will head back for Calanga. 

Option 2 – Costa de Sol 

We then continue to “the“Baixa” downtown Maputo passing the 5 star historic Polans Hotel, all the Embassies 

belonging to the various countries and then along the Beach Front to the most famous Costa de Sol restaurant 

for lunch. On the way to Costa de Sol we will visit the Mercado do Peixe (The Fish Market).  

Lunch will be taken at the Costa de Sol restaurant and this is your chance to savor the cuisine that Maputo is 

world renowned for, "LM" prawns, crab, calamari, mussels and peri peri chicken all washed down with a bottle 

of "green" Portuguese wine or a "2M" or two. After lunch, we return via the Costa de Sol Market and a special 

back road to Marrecuene and then Calanga. 

Day 6 

You will be picked up at 07h00 from Calanga Lodge and we will take you directly to the Limpopo Transfrontier 

Park in Mozambique. We will have a small breakfast and lunch with drinks on our way and will be arriving at 

the Park approximately 14 H 00. 

We will put up our camp for the night, relax a while and then depart on a late afternoon game-drive through 

the Park.  We return to our camp to enjoy a traditional bush dinner (Braai), around a log fire.  

Day 7 

We will leave the Limpopo Transfrontier Park at 07H00 in the morning and will cross back to South Africa at 

the Giriyondo Border Post, situated between the Limpopo Transfrontier Park in Mozambique and the Kruger 

National Park in South Africa.  

Lunch will be taken in the Kruger International Park on our way to Nelspruit via the Kruger International 

Airport.
